[2] Oh God, help and assist us, oh you, the merciful,

3] Tt is necessary for those who have some advantage in knowledge! or
practice (7) to show it to those who merit it. He may make permanent by
this the benefit of thankful commemoration and the profit of those who use
it and by leaving it alive with no obliteration for those who learn it anew like
our antecessors. And the manner of those who write books is to make vivid
its fruit for those who come after us, and their name is for them.

[4] T made some effort in what some people from our time asked me in
the year 3772 of the Hijra of the Prophet - and this is the year of the tenth
conjunction in the fiery triplicity — about the coming of the propitious new
(turn / rule) in this conjunction which is in the sign of Sagittarius. Its coming
will be exactly in the year 392 of the hijra of the prophet — best blessings on
our lord — and the end of the foregoing rule will be at exactly this time. It is
because of the closeness of its appearance that I will explain in it earlier dates
which have already passed to look at the rules in foregone events as a proof
for what will come in the future. 1 will give “rules” for the remaining fiery
triplicities and the beginning of the rules of the conjunctions in the earthy
triplicities and the beginning of the airy conjunctions, and Venus’ removal
from holding sway over the cycles of Mercury after the termination of the
Great Years of Mercury after the end of the cycle of Venus to serve as a base.
Because of its multiple doubts, one can rule on the base of its proofs. God
dominates all leadership and brings forth the right.

[5] It is necessary for those who strive for the rules of the stars regarding
the time, the events, the reigns, the kingdoms and the affairs of the kings to
prorogate the degrees which serve as his indications for what is wanted. He
shall then rule in accordance with the bodies of misfortune and fortune and
their rays to which these degrees will reach. The fortunate (bodies) point
to the good and the unfortunate (bodies) to the evil in the nature of this
zodiacal sign and his position from the ascendant and the nature of these
planets and their houses from the ascendant and what governs him from the
ascendant of the cycle or the ascendant of the transit from one triplicity to
the next. In the same way, it is necessary to investigate the eclipses of sun
and moon in every year. The events caused by an eclipse come upon many
regions and especially concern the inhabitants of the countries belonging to
that zodiacal sign in which the eclipse happened from the climates and the
countries and their poles and the original place of their light.
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
